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Honoring a Life Well Spent
A Tribue to John Miles

The ra vere d Avis Christiansen's ng
“Only One Life to Offer,” contains a beautiful
degription o Jdhn Miles long life d sevice
to his Lord. The phrase “Only ore heart's
devotion” is a word picture d Jahns life well
spentin ministry. That ministry of cially began
the sunmer after his phomare year at Dallas
Thedogicd Seminary in 1940 when he took a
train one hour westof the city each weekendto
preach at asmell courtry church. That pastarate
continued through graduation in 1942. The
following year Johnand another graduate began
a Christian Serviceman's Cenier near Battle
Creek, Michigan, to reach young mensewing in
World War II. After that ministry was turned
overto Detroit businessnen Jdhnreturnedto his
home town o Wayland, Michigan, and was askedto pasta the Methodst church.
He enjoyedthat work immersely, egpecially whenmast of the congregation asked
him to hdp them leave the deromination and initiate a Bible church aadoss town,
and Cdvary Church o Wayland was formed

In 1948, justthreeyears after marrying Evelyn Nysevande, his lifelong ministry
partner, he joined a locd pasta, Dr. Malcolm Cronk, in starting the Grand
Rapids Shod of the Bible and Music (GRBM). He srved as an instructor
and administrator for two years while pastaing his church. When Dr. Cronk
movedto Cdifornia, Jdn becamethe Presdent of the Shod and sewvedin that
cgpadty for another38years. Throughout thoseyears, his“onelife’ was usedin
incredbly productiveways. He traveled extersively aroundthe United Statesand
Canada with music groups from GRSBM and in medingsin various churches

He taugh weekly Bible clasesall over Grand Rapids. He alsosewedas interim pastar in churchesin Grand Rapids,
Lansing, and Muskegm duringthat longtenure, oftenreturning to hesamechurch in between pastas. Hewas rever
idle and was reguarly on the thore wunseing pastas, epecialy graduatesof GRSBM. He peadhedwherever he
was invited. In thespan of 1968to 1983, whenhekeptacaraterecordin alittle redbook, he preacheddose © 10000
semors!
After his “retremernt” from Grand Repids Shod of the Bble and
Music, hewas invited to return to his former church in Wayland for
another term of eight yeas as Snior Pasta. Then he and Evelyn
movedto St Geomge Utah,but he ddn't st around scakingupthe sun
in thatwarm climate. He gotinvolvedin Surday Schod, Bible clesses
and persorel evangdism. His heart was to $iare the GoodNews wth
anyoneand everyone He alvays carried Gospel tracks with him and
handed themou;, but never without a chienge 1 be sureto read it
and contad him if the regienthad aqiegions

When Fontier Schod of the Bble kegan growing exporentally
and more gaff was reeded Jdn reporded He and Evelyn moved
to LaGrange Wyoming, in 1999 and then began another eight
yea ministry to students and faculty aike. He loved teaching and
paticularly loved interading with students He onreded with
yourg peogde well becauseadf his uma and his obvious intered in
thar persordl lives Nea the end of his teadhing time at F®B, he
began pastaing the Hull Methodist Church just ouside of town and
thoroughly erjoyed that locd church mnredion agan. When he
physicaly could no longertravel thedistane © the church, the cdhurch family gradously conseniedto have durch in
his hamebecausethey enjogdhis messsgesfrom the Word and knew hecared abou them

When his hedth required a change of venwe o our home in Pregon, Idaho, hewas no bnger involved in ministry

in the traditional sens, but he gill eldedphonecadls and dispersedhis godly wisdom. He and Evelyn continued a

powerful prayer ministry. Evenupto thelastweek of his life, whenhis mind was rot always clear and hiswordswere

oftenjumbded, hecommenidonenight—“I justwant to know what God wantsmeto dofor Him now!” That was the

es®erce d his life —simple doedence o His Lord. From his slvation at age 19 to the end of his life at age 93, hejust

wanted to do what God wanted him to do. May all of ushawe that sameattitude of total surrencerto Godswill! The
nal vere d the smgthat begn this article is the bestway to endit, con dent that thiswas Jin's payer.

Thelmportance of Biblical Instruction
by Dick Seymour

Youwould expect aschod with “Bible” in its rameto strongy
emphasize theadual study of Scripture itsdf—notjuststudies
abou the Bible—and that is exadly what Fontier Schod of
theBible daes

The apogle Paul told the Corinthian believers “not to think
beyond wha is written, that none of you may be pufed up
on belalf of one aganst theother” (I Corinthians4:6) If it is
clear that God's purposefor His children is that they should
noteventhink beyondwha is written thenit shauld bejustas
obvious tha thos who labor to expound Gods Word should
notteach beyondwha is written Thefaculty of Frontier work
diligently to apply this very important Biblica principle. Of
course no two gudent d Scripture will agree an every little
detail, but whenit comes to hingsthat matter—thingsthat ae
of major signi cance in Scripture—all the menand women o the faculty are  rmly united. Swch was ot the case
in the Corinthian church. Paul said of them, “...you are still carnal. For where there are envy, strife and divisions
amorg you, are you not carnal and behaving like meremen? For whenore says, ‘| am d Paul, and another, ‘1 am
of Apollos,’ are you notcarna?”

WhenChristiansbegn lining up behind this theologian or that one, this schod of thought or anotherone, that’'swhen
they arelikely to g& “puffed up on belalf of one against the other” as was heppening in the rst century church o
Paul's day. Theimportantissueis notwhetherore follows thetheologicd dictatesof a Cdvin, aLuther, a Wesky, an
Edwards or a Spurgeon but rather whetherore is willi ng to follow the Sripture done—wherever it leads This is
comnonly cdledbeing abiblicist. While many Christianswould consder thenselesbiblicists, the real prodf comes
as they adively enbrace theWord of God while refusing to blindly follow any man, movement, or organization that
leadsaway froma*“thus says theLord’ approach to ndng and teaching truth.

| am probably unable to adequately convey the joy | have in laboring side-by-sidewith somany quali edand single-
mindedmen and women whose heartbeat is to live for and portray God as He has so leautifully revealed Himself in
His Word. Asateam d instructors d the gandestBodk in all the universe, we ecidize in peening Gods Truth
as it iswithoutany additionsor subtradions(seeProverbs 30:5,6 and Revelation 22:18,19). | can say withoutany fear
of contradiction, and after mare than 37 years teaching on tieBible collegelevel, “I have ro greater joy than to rear
that my [His] children walk in truth.” (3 Jdhn4) AndI'm certain every otherfaculty membe feds the smeway.

Scripture itsdf reveals many reasors for saturating ourselvesin the Word of God. I'll mention just one passage
Second Timothy 3:16,17 says rot only that “all Scripture is inspred d God’ but alsothat it “is pro table for doctrine
[what we can know], for reproof [what we $houd stap], for correction [what we $houd changq, and for instruction in
righteousnes what we fioud do] sothat theman or woman o God may becomgete, thoroughly equippedfor every
goodwork.” Sq an adequate and pradicd knowledge of Gods Word equips God's children o comfetely that they
will beready for whatever God has in gore for them. Now, that is educaion at its highes and mog usdul levell And
that is the subject every Frortier sudentis immersedin whenthey cometo study with us We equip themfor life, no
matter what their caree or place in life may turn outto be
